NFHS rules will be followed with the exception of MRC rules and guidelines:

Game details are as follows:

1% grade 4, eight-minute quarters 5 minutes None None
2"/3" grade 2, twenty-minute halves 5 minutes None None
4™ — 6™ grade 2, twenty-minute halves 5 minutes None None

All teams have unlimited substitutions on dead balls. 2" — 6" graders must go to the middle of
the field and be beckoned in by the official.

Each player must play at least half of the game. It is the coach’s responsibility to make sure this
happens.

The off-side rule will only be enforced in the 4™ — 6" grade girl’s and boy’s leagues.
The referee is in charge of the game and is the official timekeeper.
